Cameroon: Radio Veritas allowed

back on the air

The government of Cameroon has granted a new
broadcasting licence to Radio Veritas, a Roman
Catholic radio station, which was taken off air in
November. Based in the port city of Douala,
Radio Veritas was set up by Cardinal Christian
Tumi, the head of the Roman Catholic church in
the country and an outspoken critic of the
government. The Ministry of Communication
closed down Radio Veritas last month, claiming
that it had not received proper authorisation, but
it issued a new licence to the station on 12
December,

Felix Zogo, a spokesman for the Ministry of
Communication, told the government newspaper
Cameroon Tribune that the government had
allowed Radio Veritas to resume broadcasting
following a telephone conversation between
Tumi, the Archbishop of Douala, and
Communication Minister Jacques Fame Ndongo.
The new licence, which was printed in full in the
newspaper, says the remit of Radio Veritas is to
provide religious programming for "the social and
cultural education of the Catholic community of
Douala",

The station is not yet back on the air, but the staff
are preparing new programmes and hope to be
back on air before Christmas.

New mediumwave station to be launched
in Finland

A new mediumwave station is planned to go on
the air in Finland in spring 2004. Swedish
salesman and radio enthusiast Roy Sandgren has
received a permission to launch a radio station in
the Aland Islands, an autonomous region in
Southwestern Finland. The station doesn't have a
name yet, Sandgren says to DXing.info, but it
will be on the air "in spring, I hope," using the
frequency of 603 kHz and a power of 2.5 kW.
Unlike initially told, Sandgren says that the
station will not be offshore, instead, he is
planning to set up the transmitter "on a pier or on
shore" in Western Aland. He is planning to
broadcast in AM stereo and says that he would be
targeting also audiences in Sweden and mainland
Finland, as the population of the Aland Islands is
only 26,000.

On December 17 Aland's government and
administrative board approved Sandgren's
application to set up a news and tourism station
on condition that local workforce will be used as
much as possible and that the station will
broadcast in Swedish, the official language of the
Aland Islands. According to official records,

spotted by Vesa Hienonen, the license is valid
until the end of 2008.
Previously Sandgren has announced that he plans
to set up a non-commercial offshore station near
his hometown Malmd, using a 500-watt trans-
mitter on board radio ship St. Paul.

I'm planning to create a special contest page at dxsignal.info, putting there links/banners of all persons/
organizations who offer prizes for the Contest. The first link/banner will point to the DSWCI club - I have
already got an agreement with Anker Petersen on providing some good stuff for good contest performers.

There will be various prizes for winners, as well
as additional ones. Each participant will get a
diploma indicating his/her score and final place.

Who knows, maybe you become the
winner. And even if not, remember that partici-
pation (not only victory) is the main thing in such
events.

The Contest is divided into three parts. In Part 1
and Part 2 you will listen to the radio. Only
licensed broadcasting stations are valid - no
utilities, no hams, no pirates. Frequency range is
from 150 to 30 000 kHz. Each station must be
logged for at least 15 minutes. Simultaneous
listening to more than one station at the same
time (on different sets, etc.) is not permitted.

IMPORTANT! Station locations (countries/
continents) are determined by transmitting sites.

Part 3 is a quiz of 20 questions. See detailed
description of all three parts below.

The Contest starts at 1500 UTC 6 February 2004.
The Contest ends at 0600 UTC 16 February 2004.

Your contest log must contain the following data
for each logged station: date, time (UTC),
frequency, SINPO and some definitive program
details. Points for stations without such details
(simply «news», «music» etc.) will be multiplied
by 0.3. For example, if the station normally adds

100 points to your score, you will only get 30
points in such case.

Contest log may be written in English or Russian
(on paper or in electronic Word/Excel format).
Compact disks are accepted - you even may put
stations' audio recordings there, but anyway,
filling the 'Details' column in log table is still
required. Don't forget to put your name and
address, as well as some data about used
equipment. The deadline for sending your log is 6
March 2004.

Both Russian domestic/
international broadcasters and foreign stations'
relays via Russia are counted. The point value of
each station is 1000 divided by the number of
contestants who included it in their logs
(maximum 200 points). Points for LW/MW logs
are multiplied by 1.2.

Only officially licensed broadcasters and only
officially announced relays are valid. If the
station transmits via several relay sites, only one
of them is counted. Foreign stations logged in
Part | are valid for Part 2 as well (remember that
the relay for Part 1 must be outside CIS/Baltic,
and for Part 2 it must be in Russia).

Part 3:

That's to check your knowledge of radio/
languages/geography. The quiz has 20 questions;
the number of correct answers is the number of
percent added to summary score of Parts 1/2.
That is, if you scored 5000 points for radio
listening and correctly answered 15 quiz
